PROGRAM INFORMATION (See Calendar on Reverse Side for Dates)
Back to School Class Parties- Class get-together at a class member’s home for everyone to meet and/or catch up.  This is an opportunity for new families to meet in an informal setting and for returning families to get reacquainted after the summer.  These parties are held during the last week of summer.  Please be sure to RSVP to your host!

Health and Safety Day - Will include a lice check, which is required for all children prior to being admitted to school.

Classroom Meeting – For parents and their child to visit the classroom and meet the teacher.  An opportunity for your child to become acquainted with the new environment prior to school beginning.

Back to School Night - For parents only. Come to the school, meet with your child’s teacher in the classroom and become familiar with daily practices and procedures.  New parents are to arrive for a full orientation at 6:30 pm.  Returning parents may arrive 7:15 – 7:30 p.m.

Parent Association Meetings -Your best opportunity to voice your opinions, address your concerns and bring new ideas to the school.  Formal meetings will be held throughout the year to discuss school-wide events.  Come discuss any issues or ideas with the Parent Association co-presidents and Angie Bass.  We are happy to offer presentations throughout the year. Note that meetings are alternately held in the morning and the evening to accommodate the schedules of all our moms and dads.  If you have any suggestions, ideas or issues to discuss, please Jennifer Elad or Mary Cohen.
Room Parent/Committee Chair Meetings -These meetings are held for all of the leaders of our Parent Association.  It is a time for us to discuss how things are going and how we can make things better.  If you have issues that would best be addressed at these meetings, please contact your room parent or the committee chair so they may bring them to the discussion.

Shir Shabbat -This is a special Shabbat program designed specifically for small children and their families.  The service is about 45 minutes in length, includes child participation and a Kiddush lunch after.  Parent volunteers are needed to help set up the artwork displays the day before the event.  

Student Learning Confrences- An opportunity for parents and teachers to meet and talk. Feel free to come prepared with information about your child as well as questions regarding their school experiences (all this and more in twenty minutes)
ECC Social- A fun social for the whole family complete with music, dancing, good food (and ice cream!), and a chance to get to know your fellow families. RSVP’s a must! Parent volunteers are needed!
Picture Day - Classroom pictures and individual child pictures are taken and available for purchase.  It makes a great gift for relatives and lasting memories for those keepsake albums. 
Hanukah Fair - The ECC celebration of Hanukah includes this annual fair during school hours for the children to have fun, participate in events centered around the holiday and sing songs.  We will need parent volunteers to help set up, run and clean up on the day of the event.
The Annual Gala -The annual gala is the culmination of our annual campaign, which is THE school benefit and the only fundraising campaign where all monies go directly to the school.  The proceeds aid all parts of the Academy (ECC, Day School, Religious School). The ECC proud to have had 100% participation last year and are looking forward to hitting that goal again. Purim Carnival-Temple-wide carnival celebrating the holiday of Purim.  It’s huge! It’s happening!  The kids LOVE it! 
Pesah Journey-The children celebrate and learn about Pesah by “wandering” through the school (of course closely supervised by their teachers) and participating in different Passover-themed events We will need parent volunteers to help set up, run and clean up on the day of the event. Pressman Academy Social Event -This is a fun adult-only event sponsored by the ECC, Day School and Religious School Parent Associations.  It’s an opportunity for the adults to have a fun evening out and meet parents from all of the Pressman Academy schools.  
Yom Ha’Atzmaut/Cycles for Smiles Event - The children participate in a celebration of Yom Ha’Atzmaut by going from room to room to experience a fun Israeli event.  We also have a trike-a-thon “across Israel” which helps to raise money for Beit Issie Shapiro, the Pressman Academy ECC Partner School and a nonprofit organization which provides a home/education for disabled children in Israel. Mother’s Day and End of Year Celebrations -These are two separate class celebrations which are held during the day and to which the parents are invited.  Specific dates and times will be determined by your child’s teacher a month prior to the event.
