· For a Shabbat Morning service you may assign up to five (5) aliyot (sing., aliyah) to honor people by having them called to the Torah to recite the blessings in Hebrew before and after the reading. These five (5) aliyot include all aliyot for parents, family, and friends of the bar/bat mitzvah. These five (5) aliyot do not include the special Maftir aliyah, when your child will be called to the Torah if s/he will be reading the haftarah.
· PLEASE ASSIGN A MAXIMUM OF TWO (2) PEOPLE PER ALIYAH.

· We encourage either/both parents to take an aliyah towards the end of the Torah readings so that you may be present at the reader’s table when your child is called to the Torah for the Maftir (if s/he will be reading the haftarah).
· If any of your honorees have the special status of Cohen or Levy, please indicate below so that they may be honored with the  1st or 2nd aliyot.
· Please list both the English and Hebrew names (e.g. David ben Avraham v’Sarah) for all honorees below.

· It is very important that those honored are comfortable with reciting the blessings in Hebrew and know proper Torah etiquette, including proper clothing attire.  We are happy to help you in this regard.
